 
It is the second or third round of a tournament and you uncover your cards to see that you have not one, but two queens. You have been playing tight the entire time.  Actually, you have only played one hand; a hand that you won pre flop. The table is quite loose and the average stack is about $5000 and you have $5500. You just call the $100 blind, with 6 people to act behind you. You expect a raise in which you can either come over the top or just call, depending on the number of players and which players are in the hand. To your surprise there is no raise, but you are happy because there are very few players in the hand, say 4 and you are 3rd to act.

So the dealer shows a rainbow flop with a 2, 4, 9. This is a wonderful flop and the only real threat is a set or two pair. However, with the style of play that has occurred previously in the tournament and in this hand, there is no reason to believe that you should worry. The player under the gun comes out firing with a $500 bet. Player 2 folds. Player 1, as stated earlier, isn’t a threat. What do you think he has to make that bet? Top pair, or straight draw? Well you know you are ahead right now and want to end the hand, take the money in the pot, and move one. Therefore you raise. You come over the top with another $1000, making it $1500 for Player 4 to call. Of  course you can go all in to end the hand, but your raise makes players more cautious of a trap than a bluff. Player 4 throws in his hand. 

Player 2 goes into deliberation. He begins thinking over what seems to be a long period of time. He separates $1000 worth of chips and counting what is left. Now you know that if he calls, he expects to lose. You are far ahead and should expect him to lose at this point as well. After 2 minutes of “thinking”, he calls. Now this is perplexing, why would he call if he knows that he is not winning the hand after the flop? He must have top pair or a straight draw? If he has anything better he is just a better player than for putting you in a situation where you are willing to put ALL of your chips in because you believe you have the better hand.
The fact of the matter is your opponent is playing a 4 5 off suit. His call and bet after the flop may make a lot of sense, but to call a raise from a tight player who has been in one hand with a small middle pair is poor play. This is a situation that you may run into quite often with a player like this, a gambler. If you are a poker player, it will be difficult for you to win in a tournament when you are playing against gamblers and not poker players. A poker player probably would have bet more than $500 or not bet at all. It is also realistic to see a poker player make the same $500 bet, but only a gambler will make the call with that hand.

At the final table of a tournament, all of the gamblers are usually eliminated; however, every now and then you will see one or two there. The important thing for you to remember is that a gambler can knock out quite a few players before he is eliminated. You have to make sure you are the one who eliminates him. 

It is textbook to play only the best hands against a “weak” player, but a gambler is not a “weak” player. A gambler knows the game, but isn’t smart about it. A “weak” player wouldn’t play the 4 5 at all because he believes that everyone in the hand has bigger cards and/or a pair. A gambler will play this hand because he starts out thinking, “My cards are live.” This may also be the train of thought that a poker player may have. There in lies the difference. He is not a poker player, so you can’t use all the tools in the shed because he makes irrational decisions, yet you can’t play with the minimal tools because he isn’t “weak”.
The best advice to give for play against a gambler, is to never go all in against one. The expected winnings for you is positive, but all it takes is one lucky river on his part and you’re done. Make a couple big bets make him call to the river. If he out draws you there is nothing you can do, because even if you had gone all in at some point after the flop he would have called. At least now you still have tournament life.
